4) attacks on schools, hospitals and protected
persons in relation to schools and/or hospitals;

5) abduction of children;

6) denial of humanitarian access.

All of them according to the Rome Statute constitute
international crimes. Crimes against innocent and weak.
Crimes that will be never forgotten by the Armed Forces
of Ukraine and the socially in general.

We cover each of the six types of crimes against
children in this leaflet. One post — one type of crime,
committed by russian political and military HQ as well
as by ordinary russian soldiers on the Ukrainian territory
against Ukrainian children.

(checkpoints, transport routes, etc.) — the fact founded
by the Security Service of Ukraine.

This case demonstrates that russia is using Ukrainian
children for intelligence purposes.

— In one of the occupied towns representatives
of the russian armed forces involved a teenager
in reconnaissance of the Ukrainian Armed Forces
positions, as well as town guarding and patrolling — the
fact founded by the Office of the General Prosecutor.

— On March 20, the Minister of Defense of the
russian federation signed an order «On the organization
of the involvement of members of the military-patriotic
public movement» Unarmiya «in a special operation in
Ukraine». It requires reporting on the potential human
reserves 17-18 years old for participation in the hostilities
— the fact founded by the Main Intelligence Directorate
of the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine.

Adoption of the mentioned above order definitely
indicates russian intent directly involve children in the
hostilities against Ukraine.

However, use of children during the armed conflict
except of their direct participation in the hostilities
also includes performance of so-called «additional»
functions: obtaining information important for the
course of action or the occupation regime, patrolling,
guarding, guiding safe routes etc. This approach is also
proved, particularly, by the International Criminal Court
in the case of the Prosecutor v. Thomas Lubanga Dyilo
(Decision on Sentence of the Trial Chamber, 2012).

Genocide (Article 6) — if the intent to destroy, in
whole or in part, a national group of Ukrainians will be
proved:

— causing serious bodily or mental harm to members
of the group;

— imposing measures intended to prevent births
within the group.

Crimes against humanity (Article 7) —if widespread
or systematic attack will be proved:

— rape, sexual slavery, enforced prostitution, forced
pregnancy, enforced sterilization, or any other form of
sexual violence of comparable gravity;

— other inhumane acts of a similar character
intentionally causing great suffering, or serious injury to
body or to mental or physical health.
